If you are going on the M.O.R.E. Project Expedition, you will need to apply for a tourist visa. Please see the instruction below and follow them exactly as described. Please do not deviate from the instructions as it will complicate your visa issuance and might result in the denial of your visa. --One Application Form (fill out to the best of your ability, we can always make 
   corrections and make sure everything is filled out properly before submitting it to the 
   embassy)

--Two Passport-size photos (cannot be amateur or professional studio shots, passport 

   photos only)
--Copy of your itinerary

--One order form

--Copy of your driver’s license (needs to be clear enough to see your face, not required 

   for children under 16)
--For Minors- copy of the birth certificate with both parents names on it
--For Minors- notarized consent form (from both parents)- see instructions below

--For minors- copies of parent’s ID’s (Driver’s license of passports)

Price: $240- multiple entry 5 year tourist visa. Processing time: 10 business days. Price includes embassy fees, our service fees and FedEx fee to return everything to you. Payable by VISA, MasterCard or Discover. Personal checks are accepted payable to “International Visa Service”.

Please note, that Brazil visas cannot be expedited. We can sometimes speed up the process for the residents of New Jersey, Pennsylvania, and New York (not guaranteed please call in advance if you need rush processing). Rush processing time is 5-7 business days. Please add: $100 rush service fee to the price above.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FOR MINORS: 
If your child is going for the MORE project Expedition for Youth, you will need to include a copy of the birth certificate with both parents names on it. A Xerox copy is OK, does not need to be certified. 

Notarized letter of consent for the issuance of the visa from both parents, see attached copy.
If the parents are divorced, we still need both parents consent forms. If you cannot get the consent form from the father or the mother, your child will not be able to attend the Expedition.

If one of the parents is not listed on the birth certificate (only mother’s name appears on the BC), the consent form is required only from the mother. For father’s information on the application form, put “unknown”.
